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Knowing Those You Are Serving
Disability Competent Care requires that providers of health care understand their consumers: 

-Experience of being disabled
-Disability itself – clinically
-Functional limitations due to the disability
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Two Prong Definition of Access to Health Care
Prong 1: Availability & Awareness

-Ability to get needed services timely from health care system
-Awareness of specific services
Prong 2: Accessing Care

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Prong 2 – Barriers in Accessing Care
Appropriate access to health care for people with disabilities involves addressing additional barriers: 

-Attitude
-Communication
-Equipment access
-Physical access
-Navigational & coordination access
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Prong 2 – Barriers in Accessing Care
Data from on-site reviews of over 2300 primary care provider facilities in 18 of California’s 58 counties

-8.4% of provider sites had a height-adjustable exam table
-3.6% had an accessible weight scale

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Prong 2 – Barriers in Accessing Care
Recent review of 256 specialty practices:

-56 (22%) reported that they could not accommodate the patient
 -9 (4%) reported that the building was inaccessible
 -47 (18%) reported the inability to transfer a patient from a wheelchair to an examination table
-Only 22 (9%) reported the use of height-adjustable tables or a lift for transfer
-Gynecology is the subspecialty with the highest rate of inaccessible practices (44%)

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Prong 2 – Attitudes 
Most of us have beliefs, biases, prejudices, stereotypes and fears regarding disability

Providers need to be aware of their ‘ableism’:

-Ingrained perceptions affect interactions
-Impact the care offered or provided
“Stereotypes are based on assumptions that run deep in our culture — so deep that they can slip by unnoticed unless our awareness is continually sharpened & refined”. - Matina S. Horner
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Prong 2 - Attitude
Common stereotypes & beliefs about people with disabilities include that they are:
-Sick
-Fragile
-Unable
-Helpless
-Depressed
-Asexual
-Outcasts
-Need charity and welfare
-Lack skills & talents
-Homebound
-Biologically inferior
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Prong 2 - Attitude
-“There is no reason for someone like you to be tested for AIDS”
-“But this is an ambulatory care clinic”

-“My, aren’t you cute”

-“It’s best you not have children”

-“You don’t have to worry about osteoporosis because you can’t walk”

-“Getting a mammogram is hard for you so you can just skip it”

-Take 3 times a day with meals

-Place drops in lower eyelid

-Maneuvering within exam rooms
-Maneuvering within offices
-Accessing the office
-Accessing to the building in the community
People will need to know about the level of physical access that they should expect.

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Prong 2 – Navigational and Coordination Access

Consumers commonly need help navigating the multiple services, financial resources, settings, and providers of care:

1. Knowing the service is available
2. Knowing who provides the service
3. Obtaining authorization for the service
4. Ensuring accessibility to the service
5. Arranging for the service

This is especially complex for persons requiring multiple services and accommodations.

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Prong 2 – Navigational and Coordination Access

Quality, Service, & Accommodation Alerts (QSAs): Ensure consumer specific accommodations from the moment an individual enters the healthcare delivery system.

Can include:

-Schedule longer appointment
-Use lift for transfers
-Use life team for transfers
-Use hi/low table located in specific rooms
-Use accessible scale
-Use ASL interpreter
-Use assistive listening device
Many electronic health records are incorporating QSAs.
